Tekstovi ¢e se analizirati na razli¢ite nac¢ine kao
Sto su: detaljno, letimicno i selektivno ¢itanje teksta; prepoznavanje strukture i dijelova teksta; opce i detaljno
razumijevanje teksta; traZenje informacija u tekstu; traZzenje znacenja u tekstu; razlikovanje osnovne ideje
teksta od detalja kojima je potkrijepljena; prepoznavanje, memoriranje i primjena jezi¢nih pojmova i
gramatickih struktura, itd.
